The Starfire is another example 
of Lockheed design "stretch"—an 
engineering achievement of creat­
ing a more advanced model out of 
an existing aeroplane. This speeds 
development and production, also 
cuts cost. Forerunner of the 
Starfire is the Lockheed F-80 
Shooting Star of Korean fame.
