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Fibre-optics linescan recorder A 
versatile, high-performance linescan 
recorder capable of vertical deflection 
has been introduced by Honeywell. 
Using a fibre-optics-faced c.r.t. for 
minimum spot size, it provides high-
resolution recordings of output from 
line-scanning infra-red, video, radar 
and ultrasonic systems. 

In the instrument, Model 1856, a 
c.r.t. is used to generate and deflect 
a light spot across 6in-wide recording 
paper or film at a controlled speed. 
Its intensity is modulated by the 
amplitude of the input signal, fibre 
optics being used to transmit the light 
from the inner phosphor to the sur­
face of the recording medium. With a 
spot size of less than 0-005in and a 
bandwidth of 10MHz, about 50 line 
pairs per centimetre can be resolved. 

Integrated circuit inductor A re­
search associate assigned by the 
US National Research Council to the 
Marshall Space Flight Centre has 
developed a "gyrator" that shows 
promise of revolutionising electrical 
inductors. 

Dr Erwin Hochmair, assistant pro­
fessor of electronic engineering at 
Technische Hochschule in Vienna, 
designed an integrated circuit that 
"acts like an inductor." The circuit is 
about the size of the head of a pin, 
is mounted on a silicon chip, and the 
first model develops 0-2 Henry. 

When fully developed, the gyrator 
can be used in any circuits in which 
inductors have been used in the past, 
it is claimed. Dr Hochmair said, "The 
silicon monolithic circuit, on one chip, 
used in the gyrator is of the metal-
oxide-semiconductor type. Either P-
channel or complementary MOS cir­
cuits are used, the latter variety 
affording the highest inductance." He 
has applied for patents on both types. 

RAF video processing order The 
MoD Procurement Executive has 
placed an order with Cossor Elec­
tronics Ltd, Harlow, Essex, for the 
supply and installation of decoding 
equipment at two ATC Radar Units 
controlled by the RAF. This brings 
the total value of Cossor CVP 100 
series video processing equipment 
ordered this year for the RAF to 
more than £500,000. 

Delivery and installation of the 
equipment to air-defence radar sites 
at Boulmer, Northumberland, and 
Bishops Court, in Northern Ireland, 
are scheduled for the late summer and 
autumn.
