A safety device which identifies under-
inflated tyres has been introduced by 
Dunlop Aviation Division (Holbrook 
Lane, Foleshill, Coventry CV6 4AA; 
t e l e p h o n e 0203 88733). The 
Dunlopressor replaces standard valve 
caps, and! a red pop-up spigot gives 
easily visible indication. Extremely 
sensitive to pressure drop, the device 
cannot be reset until the tyre has been 
correctly inflated. 

ICI Fibres (Millbank, London SW1P 
4QG; telephone 01-834 4444) and RAE 
Farnborough have developed two new 
materials for fire-protection aboard 
military aircraft. Promel lines the 
interior of rigid and flexible fuel 
tanks. Composed of melded nylon 
fibres, the low-density material 
(8-5gm/lit, 0-51b/ft3) occupies 0-75 
per cent of the tank volume and re­
tains some 2-25 per cent of the fuel, 
thus limiting loss of available fuel to 
only three per cent. Although several 
times more costly than polyurethane, 
the material is lighter and has double 
the temperature tolerance of polyure­
thane when immersed in fuel. ICI 
claims that it provides maintenance-

free, fit-and-forget protection. 
Atomei is a complementary product 

for use in dry bays around fuel tanks. 
This polyester-based, melded fibre is 
designed to suppress fuel fibres re­
sulting from tank punctures below 
fuel level. The low-density (16 gm/lit, 
lib/ft3) flexible material does not 
absorb water and can be laminated 
and machined. It is supplied in blocks 
tailored to fit exactly into dry bays. 

US distribution is through ICI 
Americas (New Murphy Road and 
Concorde Pike, Wilmington, Delaware 
19787); Intertechnique (BP 1, 78370-
Plaisir, France) and FPT Industries 
(Portsmouth Airport, Hants P03 
5PE) distribute outside the USA. 

Emro Engineering (PO Box 536, Sum­
mit, NJ 07901; telephone [202] 772 
5003) has introduced the Model 
2000-C centrifuge, the first of which 
has been completed for the Republic 
of Korea Air Force. The 20ft-radius 
centrifuge accepts a gross payload of 
7001b at 15g, while the 50 h.p. drive 
provides an average onset rate of 
l-2g/sec with a 3251b payload.
