future. 

The Middle East's most independent 
aerospace country by a wide margin is 
Israel. Starting from scratch 30 years ago, 
Israel has four aerospace products of 
nternational calibre: Kfir fighter, Gabriel 

anti-ship missile, Arava transport, and 
Westwind executive jet. 

Israel Aircraft Industries (IAI) has also 
achieved competence in the most 
advanced defence electronics, including 

radars and electronic-warfare 
s including jamming, weapon-

aiming, and intelligence-gathering 
equipment. 

IAI developed France's Dassault Mirage 
initially built under licence as Nesher, 

the Kfir powered by an American 
J79 rather than the French Atar. A 
completely new Israeli fighter called Lavie 

, (Young Lion) is due to fly next year for 
service in 1986. Powered by one of 

rica's latest fighter engines, the Pratt 
Whitney PW1120, the Lavie is intended 
be as advanced as any fighter. 
Israel's IAI Arava is a twin-PT6A light 

with a spacious cargo-loading 
fuselage between twin tail-booms. It is in 
Israeli Air Force service as a military 

ghter/paratrooper (IAI 201), and there 
civil commuterliner version for 18/20 

gers (IAI 101 and 102).
