Air France was founded on August 30, 1933, when 
Societe Centrale pour l'Exploitation de Lignes 
Aeriennes (formed shortly before, on May 17, by the 
merger of Air Orient, Air Union, Compagnie Inter­
nationale de Navigation Aerienne and Societe 
Generale de Transport Aerien) purchased the assets 
of Compagnie Generale Aeropostale.
