Australian Airlines (OS) and its subsidiary carriers 
operate an extensive network of scheduled, passenger 
and cargo services, linking state capital cities and 
many provincial towns. The airline is now wholly 
owned by Qantas Airways, which bought Australian 
Airlines on 14 September, 1992. British Airways has 
an agreement with the Australian Government to 
purchase 25% of the Qantas group which took effect 
from 1 March, 1993. 

Routes: additions to the network since 1991 in­
clude: Cairns-Ayers Rock, Alice Springs to Ayres 
Rock; Sydney to Maroochydoore, Sydney-Lord Howe 
Island; Brisbane-Lord Howe Island, Brisbane-Alice 
Springs; Cairns to Alice Springs and Rockhampton 
and Mackay-Cairns. Australian Airlink was formed in 
1991, operating three BAe 146s on routes between 
Darwin and Brisbane; Cairns, Central Australia and 
Perth; Cairns to Alice Springs, Darwin and Gove and 
Cairns, Ayers Rock and Rockhampton. 

Regional airlines in the Australian Airlines group 
are: Australian Regional Airlines Queensland (North 
Queensland and island operations); Sunstate Airlines 
(mainly Queensland coastal operations); Eastern Aus­
tralia Airlines ( mainly New South Wales and Austra­
lian Capital Territory operations); Southern Australia 
Airlines (mainly Victoria, Tasmania and South Austra­
lia operations); Australian Airlink (BAe 146-100 oper­
ations throughout Queensland and Northern 
Territory, plus Brisbane-Canberra and Alice Springs-
Perth). Australian Regional Airlines, a fully owned 
subsidiary established in 1988, operates feeder serv­
ices and has a 42% holding in Eastern Australia 
Airlines. In 1989, a 33.3% holding was acquired in 
regional carrier Sunstate Airlines, increased to 100% 
in 1990. Australian Cargo changed its name to 
Australian Airlines Express in May 1991. It incorpo­
rates the Australia Post Express Courier division. 

History: the company was formed in 1945 and 
began operations as Trans Australia Airlines. The 
name Australian Airlines was adopted in 1986.

Australian Airlink is the operating title of Australian 
Airlines BAe 146 services on routes between Darwin 
and Brisbane; Cairns, Central Australia and Perth; 
Cairns to Alice Springs, Darwin and Gove and Cairns, 
Ayers Rock and Rockhampton. 

Austral Lineas Aercas (ALA) (AU) operates scheduled 
passenger and cargo services over a 27-point domestic 
network in Argentina. The company was acquired by 
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Cielos del Sur, a holding company, in 1987. Following 
the privatisation of Aerolineas Argentinas in 1990, 
Cielos del Sur and Iberia took shareholdings. 

History: the airline was formed in June 1971 by the 
merger of Austral Compania Argentina de Transportes 
Aereos and Aerotransportes Litoral Argentino (ALA).

Austrian Airlines (Osterreichische Luftverkehrs) 
(OS). Austrian operates scheduled passenger and 
cargo services from Vienna, Graz, Linz, Klagenfurt and 
Salzburg to 56 cities in 36 countries in Eastern and 
Western Europe, North Africa, the Middle East, USA 
and Japan. In March 1992, the carrier increased its 
frequency to Africa and added Vienna-Vilnius and 
Vienna-Copenhagen-Chicago and has since added 
Amman, Gothenburg, Hamburg, Minsk and Timisoara 
to its services.

The carrier is now owned by the Austrian Govern­
ment (51.9%), Swissair (10%), All Nippon Airways 
(9%) and Air France (1.5%), the remainder being 
publicly held. Domestic commuter flights are operated 
by Austrian Air Services (100% owned by Austrian 
Airlines) using Fokker 50s. 

History: the airline was formed on 30 September, 
1957, through a merger of Air Austria and Austrian 
Airways, starting operations on 31 March, 1958.
